The year 2024-25 has been a remarkable journey for Bark India Charitable Trust, marked by numerous

challenges and incredible accomplishments. Over the past year, we have successfully rescued, admitted, and

treated an astounding 1,115 animals in need. This milestone, while inspiring, came with its own set of

formidable hurdles that tested our resolve and commitment.

One of the major challenges we faced was the sheer
increase in the number of rescue cases, which pushed
our resources and infrastructure to the brink. With
limited space to accommodate all the animals
requiring care, we had to think creatively and work
tirelessly to ensure that no animal was left behind.
Adverse weather conditions further complicated many
rescue operations, making it difficult to reach animals
in distress.

Additionally, our limited human resources meant
that our dedicated team often had to go above and
beyond, working long hours to provide critical
care and attention to every animal. Financial
constraints posed another significant challenge, as
the growing demand for medical supplies, food,
and shelter required substantial funding.

Total of 1115 strays are rescued in the year, in which 1081 dogs, 33 cats
and 1 cow have been rescued, admitted and provided medical care to.

Despite these obstacles, we remained steadfast in our mission. Through perseverance and innovation, we

were able to provide life-saving surgeries, critical treatments, and compassionate care to the neediest

animals. Beyond our rescue operations, we continued to make a lasting impact through our adoption drives,

school awareness programs, medical camps, free vaccination drives, and stray feeding initiatives. Each of

these activities played a vital role in improving the lives of countless animals and spreading awareness about

animal welfare.
